to suggest (something) without saying or showing it plainly 

▪ Typically, a theme is not clearly stated but implied by the author.
▪ Her words implied a threat, so Mary was sent to see the Dean.

to form (an opinion) from evidence

to reach (a conclusion) based on known facts 

▪ It's easy to infer the author’s message in this novel.
