1. We will trace the setting and mood throughout the story from beginning, middle, and end. How does the author connect these two important literary elements to Doodle’s condition? 

2. Closely follow the author’s symbolic references to the scarlet ibis and Doodle. What connections is the author attempting to make between them?

	Character Development
	In this section, we will closely follow the narrator’s development throughout the story from beginning, middle, and end:

1. What are the narrator’s attitudes and/or opinions about the people in his life? His situation?

2. Does the narrator change his attitudes or opinions about someone or something in this story? If so, what causes this change throughout the story? And how does the narrator look at things differently now?

	Conflict/Theme
	In this section, we will closely follow the conflict(s)/theme(s) throughout the story from beginning, middle, and end:

Conflict: In this space, write down any and all conflicts you see developing in the story. Remember, there can be more than one conflict in a work of literature, and they can be external, internal, or both. What conflicting emotions does the narrator feel throughout the story? What causes these conflicts? 

Theme: In this space, write down any and all themes you recognize. Remember that themes are universal truths, and they are lessons, morals, or messages that the author reveals through the characters.
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
