The Creative Writing Portfolio

Overview:
Because Creative Writing is a workshop, all formal pieces submitted and all pieces from the writer’s notebook are considered works in progress. Part of what this course aims to teach is the importance of revisiting, revision, and reflection. Therefore, all written pieces should be saved in the portfolio. NOTHING SHOULD BE THROWN OUT! As the final course grade, the portfolio should reflect the growth of the writer. 
Maintaining the Portfolio:

All portfolios are made up of your formal writing assignments. These formal papers will be both “assigned tasks” and “choices” from your writer’s notebook. Each formal assignment submitted will first be peer edited (using the proper blue and pink sheets), then revised accordingly, and finally submitted to me. When I return the graded piece it should then be placed in your folder (portfolio) in the bin. Your portfolios will stay in the classroom in the bin at all times. 

Final Project:

Near the end of the course, I will ask you to revisit your portfolio and choose three pieces you consider to be your best and rewrite them (taking my marks into consideration). You will then add a final piece (a NEW piece) that you write specifically for the portfolio and a reflection piece. These five works will then count as your final project grade. Details and rubrics will be provided as we near the end of the course.
