“I am” Poem

If someone asked you “Who are you?  What are you?  What do you represent?”  How would you respond? 

An “I am” poem is an autobiographical poem.  It is personal—it reveals something about the person writing the poem. It does not have to rhyme.
“I am” poems can be serious, humorous, touching, silly – they should reflect anything you feel represents you and/or represents your identity.  Please feel free to go as in-depth as you like, but keep in mind that we may ask you to share your poem with the class.  

Directions:
Use the pattern on the next page to compose your own “I am” poem. 

IF the phrase is in bold-faced print, then you should copy it into your poem.  If the information is in parenthesis, you should ADD your own words to the phrase.  Be sure to follow the directions indicating how many items you must share.
This will be a rough draft. 

We will let it sit a while, and then come back to it and revise it and perfect your vocabulary/word choice.  

Generally, the most difficult part of the assignment is choosing the two adjectives to describe you.  It is suggested that you list the adjectives you think best describe you and then choose two when you are closer to finishing the poem and the “vibe” of the poem becomes apparent.  You may change your mind many times.  There is nothing wrong with that.  

Take a few minutes to brainstorm ideas and consider your responses to the Description of Me handout.  Use these ideas to compose your “I am” poem.

I am (two special characteristics you have) – these should be adjectives 
I wonder (something you are actually curious about) 

I hear (a particular sound) – be descriptive 

I see (a sight which had made an intense impression on you) 

I want (an actual desire) 

I am (the first line of poem repeated)
I pretend (something you actually pretend to do) 

I feel (a feeling you have about something) 

I touch (a particular touch which has made an intense impression on you) 

I worry (something that really bothers you) 

I cry (something that makes you very sad) 

I am (the first line of the poem repeated)
I understand (something that you know to be true) 

I say (something that you believe in) 

I dream (something that you actually dream about) 

I try (something that you really make an effort towards) 

I hope (something that you actually hope for) 

I am (the first line of the poem repeated)
