Introduction Paragraph
title, author, genre (TAG)
brief summary of story (1-2 sentences)

identify central idea (theme) and literary element (writing strategy) (This is your claim!) 

Body Paragraph
one body paragraph with TWO STRONG CITED examples of foreshadowing

· your cited text-based support (TBS) must be directly quoted and include your insightful analysis of the evidence and its connection to central idea
Conclusion Paragraph

Summarize how your specific TBS evidence connects to your literary element (writing strategy), showing its development and connection to the central idea (theme) 

Tips

· Make sure you fully address the essay task. (Make sure you clearly understand what the essay is asking you to respond to and support that)

· Develop your essay using smooth transitions from sentence to sentence and paragraph to paragraph
· Write in complete sentences and use correct spelling and grammar
· Use interesting and sophisticated vocabulary

· Show variety in your writing

· Incorporate MLA format (double space, 12 pt. font, Times New Roman font style)
· Use MLA heading (see below)
