Comma Splices or Run-On Sentences

A comma splice, also known as a run-on sentence, is an error that occurs when a writer attempts to hook together two sentences (independent clauses) with a comma.

i.e., I got up late this morning, I didn't have time for breakfast.
Independent clause #1:
I got up late this morning.  

Independent clause #2:
I didn’t have time for breakfast.  

They are called independent clauses because each sentence has a subject and a predicate and stands alone.
Comma splices can be easily corrected in a variety of ways. 

Possible corrections

1. You can make two separate sentences, or independent clauses.

I got up late this morning. I didn't have time for breakfast.
2. You can leave the comma and add a conjunction (FANBOYS) to join the two separate sentences, or independent clauses.

I got up late this morning, so I didn't have time for breakfast.
or

I got up late this morning, and I didn't have time for breakfast.
3. You can replace the comma with a semi colon and join the two separate sentences, or independent clauses.

I got up late this morning; I didn't have time for breakfast.
4. You can turn one of the sentences into a subordinate clause and leave the comma to join it to the independent clause.

Because I got up late this morning, I didn't have time for breakfast.
