Sample of how an author, in this case, Ms. Carota, uses language…

On pg. 295, paragraph 4 of Ms. Carota’s informative speech, she uses words and phrases, such as “adorable pets”, “look like angels on earth”, “fiercely loyal companions” and “I never met a pig I did not like”, to convey her opinion about her feeling about pigs. Her colorful language incorporates adjectives to describe the animal and express her intense love for all bovine (pigs) creatures. She also uses literary techniques, such as similes to compare pigs to angels, and imagery to create powerful images that allow the reader to visualize these charming animals and make it clear to the reader her affinity for pigs.
