Multi Genre Project

Creative Writing
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The purpose of this research project is to explore a single concept through the creation of various genres.  You will choose one piece from each of the writing categories listed below to make up your multi genre project.  One of the included genres, the informational research component, is a research paper.  Your single concept may be either personal (e.g. individual exploration, family heritage) or thematic (e.g. love, war, technology, music, communism) but must be seen throughout each piece you create. 

I.
Letter to the Reader

This is a four to five paragraph letter that demonstrates understanding of your concept.  Although it is listed first, you will not compose your Letter to the Reader until after you have completed all other aspects of the project. 

Your letter should not only demonstrate what you learned during your journey through this project, but also address your reader and explain what you hope they will discover as they read your multi genre project. You should provide an overview of the steps you took to complete your project: why this concept spoke to you, how you chose each item in each of the four writing categories, which writing types you thought were the most challenging, or best represent your overall concept and why. In other words, this letter should reflect what you learned after exploring your concept more deeply. Was it what you imagined? Were you surprised or disappointed by anything?

Multi-Genre Writing Categories


Choose one type of writing from each of the four categories.

1) Reflective 

· diary entry

· poem

· last will and testament

· letter 

· eulogy

2) Creative Writing 

· recipe

· obituary

· resume

· police report

· wanted poster
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3) Visual 

· bumper sticker

· invitation

· scrapbook page(s)

· travel brochure

· advertisement

4) Informational research (This is the research paper component of your project. It must be a minimum of two-three pages; must include parenthetical documentation; and works cited page, following the MLA format and using a minimum of four sources.)

III. 
Rationale

Create a one-paragraph explanation for each writing category (four paragraphs total; one for Reflective, Creative Writing, Visual, and Informational Research).  Explain the reason for the type of writing assignment you have chosen, as well as the process of creating it.

NOTE:

Your final project should be handed in with all seven (7) components, and they must be in the following order:

1. Letter to the Reader

2. Reflective piece

3 Creative Writing piece

4. Visual piece

5. Informational Research (research paper)

6. Works Cited
