Persuasive Writing Elements

Persuasive writing presents a logical argument that tries to influence its reader to accept the writer’s position. The argument consists of a central claim and sound evidence: relevant evidence from reliable sources that support it. The connection between the claim and the evidence should always be clear.

Important elements of persuasive writing:


· Writer persuades reader to accept his/her opinion, position, or point of view
· Establishes specific central claim or argument

· Provides sound evidence to support argument
Be sure that your persuasive writing:

· Identifies a purpose (What will your persuasive writing piece accomplish?)

· States your central claim (your main purpose in writing using a clear, concise, and concrete argument.)

· Identifies supporting evidence using sound, relevant evidence from reliable sources
