4. Click on Online Databases (left)

5. Click on The Virtual Reference Collection (top database)

6. Under Magazines/Newspapers, click on SIRS Knowledge Source (includes Researcher, Government Reporter, Renaissance, WebSelect)

7. Enter User Name and Password: pmhs (for both User Name and Password)
8. Click on Proquest SIRS Issues Researcher (top selection)
9. Select your top two topics and begin printing the three articles that support your position!
10. Read the three articles that oppose your position and print up one opposing article for each of your top two topics
