Final Project: The Portfolio

Overview:

Part of what this course aims to teach is the importance of revisiting, revision, and reflection. The portfolio should reflect the growth of the writer. 

Portfolio Contents:  
· Two rewritten formal assignments that you consider to be your personal best: 

     These should not be identical to what you have already submitted for a grade. Remember, your pieces have been 

     “teacher- edited;” please ensure that the versions you include in your portfolio have been revised and perfected.

· A new piece that showcases your style as a writer:

    Have you discovered that you are a poet? Do you write your best work when it is about yourself? Do you think that you

    are a humorous writer? Write in the genre that you feel you have most mastered, and write about the subject matter     

   that is most important to you [which should be 2-3 pages or a minimum of 12 lines if it is a poem].

· A Cover Letter:

Since you are empowered to choose which of your written pieces are to be graded, self-assessment is essential in the portfolio grading system.  You will address your self-assessment in your portfolio cover letter [which should be approximately one full typed page in length].

Your cover letter must include/address:

· A description of why you have chosen the pieces you selected for grading.  Why are these pieces stronger?  Is it because you enjoyed a certain style of writing?  Is it because you spent a longer period of time revising a particular assignment?  Or is it because you feel strongly about the issue you discuss or the point you make in a certain piece?  Whatever the reason, be sure to answer the question: what makes this assignment stronger than some of your other written work?  The most important thing is to discuss what you are learning about writing—and about yourself as a writer. 
·  Glossing: briefly cite the differences between the previous drafts and of the new copies you are having graded. Remember, your pieces have been “teacher-edited.” Please take my marks into consideration as you revise your pieces. 
· Address at least TWO of the following questions:

1.  What kinds of writing have you tried this semester?  Which type of writing did you like best?

2.  What has helped you most with your writing [both inside and out-of-class]

3.  What could you do better [what should you continue to work on]?

4.  What piece are you most proud of?  Why?

5.  What important things have you learned about writing this semester?  [Please mention at least three specific things.]

6.  Looking over your written work, describe what you have learned about yourself as a writer this semester.

7.  What surprised you most about your writing?
8.  What piece might you not want someone else to read?  Why?
